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The goal of this work is to present the literature over video anomaly detection, describing the most 
common applications and approaches, and perform quantitative comparisons showing the evolution of 

them over the years. It was possible to observe that video anomaly detection has already been explored over 
multiple points of views. This work also concludes that there exists an unexplored area of research related 

to video anomaly detection, called new event detection that can lead to social applications to areas as 
enhanced living and behavior monitoring. 
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
