Foundation CAREER Award for “Sensor-based Modeling and Control of Nonlinear Dynamics in
Complex Systems for Quality Improvements in Manufacturing and Healthcare.”

His research interests are sensor-based modeling and analysis of complex systems for process
monitoring/control, system diagnostics/prognostics, quality improvement, and performance
optimization, with special focus on nonlinear stochastic dynamics, and the resulting chaotic,
recurrence, multifractal, self-organization, long-range dependence behaviors.
