Concerns: 

1. Submission is done by the PI and does NOT require institutional approval. When I first inquired about the system, I was told that the institutional representative would be contacted for approval.  It turns out that the contact is only for notification of disposition.  They assume that the PI has approval when they submit.

2. Once submitted, there is no way to view or print the proposal.  If you are fortunate enough to be contacted by the PI prior to submission, make certain that a copy of the 424 is made.

3. After the submission process has taken place, the PI is responsible for checking the web site to keep apprised of his/her proposal status.  The DOJ has the option to return the proposal to the PI for corrections and re-submission.  DOJ does not notify the PI and/or the SRO directly.
